EDGBARROW COMPETITION PROPOSALS
TO BE OPERATIONAL FROM JUNE 2008
ROUTINES

Please read the attached routines that will become operational in the club from June and regionally from October 2008.

LEVELS

You will see that there are ability levels from Club I to National FIG ‘A’. From October competitors will ‘map across’ to an ability level closest to their current level/grade.

Once in this level they will only progress when ready to the next level, and not according to an age group change.

When the log books are introduced (hopefully within three months) your child will have log book requirements to do before they are permitted to compete regionally/nationally, including reaching a competitive standard within the club on the competition routines prior to regional/national entry.  

COACHING IMPLICATIONS

There are three new National levels, FIG A (top seniors), FIG B and National C. The National C routine requires a harder routine than the current U11 and U13 Grade 2 routine. We will be realistic and even if your child has previously competed nationally they may need to return to the region for a season. Although generally speaking a Grade 2 National competitor will ‘map across’ to the new National C level, some younger ones may not have the required routine. All U15 and O15 Grade 2 competitors should retain National C level. 
Grade 1 and 2 competitors please see Sue for where you will map across to. All Regional, Ungraded and novice competitors should consult with your coaches. 

The coaches will start doing the new routines as warm up or part of the session after the Faringdon competition.

Both Carol and I have a good understanding of the new process and will be happy to answer your queries.     

COMPETITION IMPLICATIONS

We will be running an alternative competition on Sunday June 15th as a ‘First 90’ Competition using the new routines. All current regional competitors plus any new competitors should enter. We will only be entering the Grade 3 and 4 competitors in the regional competition that we expect to qualify. 

In addition we can offer competition places to those not of ungraded and graded standard to get them started on the new scheme. This will benefit approximately a further 50 club, community and recreational trampolinists who currently only have the odd recreation competition to look forward to.   

Once the new competition scheme gets under way, this approach will become the norm for Edgbarrow, as competitors will all need assessing through club competition in order to satisfy the log book requirement on the routines before entering regional/national competition. 

WHAT THIS MEANS FOR YOU AS A PARENT
For parents of most Grade 1 and Grade 2 competitors there will be very little difference. Your children will continue to compete in Gala weekends. 

For parents of Regional competitors, you will need to travel less. One month prior to every regional event we will run a short competition at Bracknell. If your child gains the required level to enter regional competition at our event and their log book is signed, they will place their entry on the day and will be entered for the subsequent regional event. The majority will not now be competing in the regional event but locally. Competitors will have the same amount or slightly more competition, but it will be cheaper and with less time and travel.
